But with this desire to improve the situation comes the hurdles that 
change always brings: 

* the unexpected cost of tuition; 

* leaving their peer group; 

* added time to commute to school; 

* size of Star Academy; 

* disruption to current family routine. 

Our parents have been very creative in overcoming these hurdles. They have realized it is more important to invest 
in their child’s education now, to establish a strong foundation that will open doors for lifelong education. Children 
adapt well to change and Star is a welcoming environment where friends are quickly made.

Added time to the commute or carpooling with another family has been completely worth it for our families to see 
their child happy again. We all make compromises and juggling our own schedule to better meet the needs of our 
children is a small price to pay to see them learn to love to learn™ again.
